To support the continued growth of Community Hope Center and ensure we meet required standards, we are preparing
for a three-phase renovation project designed to strengthen our facility and protect the services our families rely on:

• Phase 1: Electrical Infrastructure Upgrade
 We will convert both buildings to three-phase electrical service. This essential upgrade will allow us to install solar panels,
increasing efficiency and long-term sustainability while helping reduce rising utility costs. We are currently working closely
with Ameren on the implementation and installation plan.

• Phase 2: New Roof on the Main Building
 A new roof will ensure our primary building remains structurally sound and protected, safeguarding food storage areas,
workspaces, and the people we serve.

• Phase 3: HVAC System Installation
Installing a comprehensive HVAC system throughout our primary building is a required compliance standard for any
facility that stores or distributes food. Remaining in compliance is critical to continuing support from our key partners.
Without these upgrades, we risk losing resources that directly impact the families who depend on us.

These renovations are more than construction projects. They are strategic investments in the future of Community Hope
Center. Together, we are building a stronger, safer, and more sustainable foundation so we can continue offering hope to
every family who walks through our doors.
